ARTS POLICY
At Leck St Peter’s CE Primary School we believe strongly in the enhancement and enrichment of all children’s learning and because of this we have a firm commitment to the arts curriculum.  Our planning is cross curricular and art, design; dance, drama, music and literacy are an important part of all subjects.

We believe our school environment makes a big difference to pupil learning and staff well being and we work hard to make it an attractive and stimulating learning environment.

AIMS

We aim to provide pupils with:

· A broad and balanced range of arts activities

· The desire to continue an interest in the arts and develop their visual awareness and appreciation

· The opportunity to progress their skills and creativity through the arts
· A varied experience from different cultures and traditions through the arts
· The opportunity to achieve higher attainment in other curricula areas through the arts.  For example ICT, History and Geography, Literacy and Numeracy.

CURRICULUM PROVISION

Teachers use a variety of strategies to teach arts from the use of ICT, visits, workshops off site and in school, teacher exposition, discussion, practical work, practice of basic skills, first-hand experience and investigating open-ended activities.
We have strong links with our local secondary schools; local artists and we regularly perform at local Music Festivals.  We visit local art galleries and even those further afield.  Gifted and talented children in literacy are given the opportunities once a term to work with children from other schools.

FACILITIES AND RESOURCES

For a small school we are very fortunate to have a hall, which we are able to use for dance, drama, school productions, art exhibitions, visiting arts practitioners and concerts.  We also have a staff room and library suitable for peripatetic music lessons.
ASSESSMENT, RECORDING AND REPORTING
Learning objectives and success criteria are structured and matched appropriately for each lesson.

Assessment is measured against the learning objective set, which is made clear to the pupils.

Assessment takes various forms:

· Pupils ability to select appropriate materials

· Pupils organisational and collaborative skills

· Pupils ability to respond to the visual curriculum

· Formal and informal assessment based on progressive subject skills

· Comparison with pupil’s previous work

· Recording through photographic evidence and use of ICT
