PSHE Policy

Philosophy

In our Mission Statement we seek to promote the value of an individual as-

“created in the image of God and therefore of infinite worth.”

In the light of this statement we seek to prepare our children to value and care for themselves and others through planned opportunities during their primary school careers.

The school will ensure that the best interests of the children will be maintained and that children are encouraged to talk to their parents and carers.
To this end we promote a caring, supportive ethos in our school.

Aims and objectives of Personal, Social, Health and Economic education.

PSHE enables Leck St. Peter’s School to achieve our statutory obligation to deliver a balanced and broadly based curriculum that “promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils at the school and of society, and prepares pupils at the school for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of later life.” (Section 78 of the 2002 Education Act.
We enable children to become healthy, independent and responsible members of society. 
We encourage our pupils to play a positive role in contributing to the life of the school and the wider community. In so doing we help develop their sense of worth.
We teach them how society is organised and governed. We ensure that they experience the process of democracy in school through the school council.
We provide opportunities to experience their individual and collective rights and responsibilities.

They learn to appreciate what it means to be a positive member of a diverse multi-cultural society in an ethos, which is supportive, caring and values all its members, applying British Values through rich opportunities.
In so doing we will support the children through their physical, spiritual, social, emotional, moral and cultural development, helping to prepare them for adult life, and help themselves to understand themselves, respect others and form and sustain healthy relationships.
The aims of personal, social, health and economic education are to enable children to grow in their own personal development: -
· Know and understand what constitutes a healthy lifestyle

· Be aware of safety and risk issues

· Understand what makes for good relationships with others

· Have respect for others and behave accordingly

· Be independent and responsible members of the school community

· Be positive and active members of a democratic society

· Develop self-confidence and self-esteem and make informed choices regarding personal and social issues

· Develop good relationships with other members in their school and the wider community

· Develop a growing financial awareness

Identifying the needs of our pupils

We will ensure that pupils are offered a balanced programme by taking into consideration the needs of our children, based on local data and information, as well as the views of the parents and children themselves.
Leck St. Peter’s School is a primary, Church of England school teaching children in the age range 3 – 11 years. 
Teaching and learning style

A safe and supporting learning environment has been created that enables children to gain accurate knowledge, develop their own values and attitudes, as well as skills to enable them to grow into happy confident successful adults.
We use a range of teaching and learning styles to meet the needs of all our children placing an emphasis on active learning by including the children in circle time, games, role-play, discussion, investigations and problem-solving activities. 
We encourage the children to take part in a range of practical activities that promote active citizenship eg. school council, charity fundraising, the planning of school special events, such as an assembly or involvement in an activity to help other individuals or groups less fortunate than themselves. Pupils will be given opportunities to rehearse the skills and attitudes that they need for life in the safe environment of the classroom. At all times the emphasis will be on the development of a positive self-esteem. 
We organise classes in such a way that pupils are able to participate in discussion to resolve conflicts or set agreed classroom rules of behaviour.

We offer children the opportunity to hear visiting speakers whom we invite into the school to talk about their role in creating a positive and supportive local community. 

PSHE planning
There are three strands to PSHE education: -
1. Health and wellbeing

2. Relationships

3. Living in the wider world. 

We aim to build on the pupils’ present skills, knowledge, understanding and attitudes. Through use of the Lancashire PSHE scheme we can ensure that progression is included in these three strands and the programme embeds, revisits and deepens learning across the core themes.

 Further support is given in the PSHE Association’s document “PSHE Education Programme of Study Key Stages 1-5.” Using these materials ensures that school delivers the statutory requirements of “Health Education and Relationships Education”.
Rolling programmes (see curriculum area of website) in both key stages also ensure that the skills, knowledge, understanding and attitudes are covered regularly. These have been updated to allow for any changes required as a result of new statutory requirements introduced in 2020.  
 PSHE is taught: -
1. As a discrete timetabled subject through circle time and other activities. 
    At Key Stage 1 this is 30 minutes per week.
At Key Stage 2 this is 30 minutes per week.

2. Through other subjects 
3. Through activities and whole school events eg. worship time (advice being taken from diocesan materials), school council meetings, residential visits and charity fundraising events.

Early Years Foundation Stage

Our teaching in PSHE matches the aim of developing a child’s personal, emotional and social development (PSED) as set out in the Early Learning Goals. We also support citizenship when we teach “how to develop a child’s understanding of the world.”

Special Needs, Inclusion, Equality and Diversity
We promote the needs and interests of all children, irrespective of gender, culture, ability or aptitude. Teaching will take into account the ability, age, readiness and cultural backgrounds to ensure that all can fully access our PSHE provision.

Teachers provide learning opportunities matched to the individual needs of children with learning difficulties. When teaching PSHE we take into account the targets set for children in their Education and Healthcare Plans (EHPs).

Assessment and recording

Children’s learning will be assessed in three ways.

These include: -
· Baseline assessment – often used at the start of a unit of work to determine where to start and to provide a guide for the planning and content of lessons.

· Formative assessment – using Assessment for Learning and the use of circle time to identify “What I’ve learnt today….” Informal teacher assessments, based on observations during lessons, often take the form of notes / comments in a class log book. 
· Summative assessment – carried out at the end of a period of time with progress and achievement judged against a set of criteria – see PSHE assessment sheets on the server.
Resources

PSHE materials are stored centrally in the staff room. We also make use of SCARF on-line materials provided by Coram Life Ed. The “Life Education” van/tent visits annually with all children engaging in its workshops.
Monitoring and review
The PSHE subject leader is responsible for monitoring the standards of children’s work and the quality of teaching, through planning and work scrutinies. The subject leader supports colleagues in the teaching of PSHE by giving them information about current developments in the subject and by providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school. The subject leader ensures the implementation of the policy.
Child Protection

As there may be sensitive issues raised in PSHE, there may be opportunities for pupils to make unexpected disclosures to staff. Staff should be familiar with the Child Protection Policy and be aware of who the designated Child Protection officer is. If a disclosure is made or if staff need advice they should consult with them immediately.

Confidentiality

We will ensure confidentiality by recognising the importance for children, families and the workforce in having access to confidential services to support their physical and emotional needs.

Other policies

This policy statement is closely linked to the school’s policies on RSE, Bullying and Child Protection. It takes into consideration the Equality Act 2010 and Keeping Children Safe in Education 2018.
